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Objective: 
To analyze and debate a well-research position on India-Pakistan relations

Standards:
World History Era 9, Standards 1C, 2D, 2E, 2F, 3
Both India and Pakistan are nuclear powers. They each possess multiple nuclear weapons and a delivery system proficient enough to effectively attack each other. Your task is to write a position paper based on research to determine the likelihood of a nuclear war between the two.

Your paper should be at least 500 words long, and you should be prepared to debate another student who has taken the opposing position. You will receive several handouts to begin your research, among which will be the summary report of FPRI’s History Institute on India (March 2006), from www.fpri.org.

Remember that many differences exist between India and Pakistan in addition to their dispute over Kashmir. Nevertheless, there are also some similarities between the two which may foster sufficient understanding to prevent a larger war. Use recent publications and internet searches to evaluate your position. Be sure to include a bibliography.
