Objectives: Students should demonstrate the following intellectual, reasoning, reflection, and research skills:

Chronological and Spatial Thinking:

· Explain how major events are related to each other in time.

· Construct various timelines of key events, people, and periods of the historical era being studied.

· Use a variety of maps and documents to identify physical and cultural features of neighborhoods, cities, states, and countries and to explain the historical migration of people, expansion and disintegration of empires, and the growth of economic systems.

Research, Evidence, and Point of View:

· Frame questions and can be answered by historical study and research.

· Distinguish fact from opinion in historical narratives and stories.

· Distinguish relevant from irrelevant information, essential from incidental information, and verifiable from unverifiable information in historical narratives and stories.

· Assess the credibility of primary and secondary sources and draw sound conclusions from them.

· Detect the different historical points of views on historical events and determine the context in which the historical statements were made (the questions asked, sources used, author’s perspectives).

Historical Interpretation:

· Explain the central issues and problems of the past placing people and events in a matrix of time and place.

· Understand and distinguish cause, effect, sequence, and correlation in historical events including the long- and short-term causal relations.

· Explain the sources of historical continuity and how the combination of ideas and events explains the emergence of new patterns.

· Recognize the role of chance, oversight, and error in history.

· Recognize interpretations of history are subject to change as new information is uncovered.

· Interpret basic indicators of economic performance and conduct cost/benefit analyses in order to analyze economic and political issues.

Lesson Introduction: “Congratulations. You are part of a team of four who has just been selected as Coordinators for our school’s Study Abroad program.  Our school wants to develop a new overseas institute next year in Korea.  Part of your job description is to organize the orientation workshop for students who are considering studying abroad at that institute, who will have many questions.  Will you have the answers?”

Task: Your task in the WebQuest has four parts:

1. Research the countries of North and South Korea.  Choose a city in South Korea where you will establish an overseas institute.  

2. Create a PowerPoint presentation that will act as a virtual country tour.  The tour must include historical, cultural, social, travel, weather, and language

information.

Use your expertise to put on an orientation workshop for travel abroad students, presenting the PowerPoint to the students.

3. Work as a group to create a travel brochure on Korea.

Process: You will be assigned to a group of four, selected by the teacher. Before you begin your country research, review the following websites and choose a city where you would like to start an overseas institute.  These websites will give you some background information on the Koreas before you begin your project.

Then, choose a role from the list below and answer the questions assigned for that role. A list of websites is attached, but research need not be restricted to the sites given.  
Roles:  Social Chair, Historian, Translator, Travel Agent each answer the questions listed below for their role:

Social Chair

· What do I need to know about family life in Korea in order to get along with my host family?  
· What is the daily schedule like of a typical host family?
· What is the social structure like (compare with social structures/values you are familiar with in U.S.)
· What do young people my age do for fun?
Historian

· How has the economic history of Korea shaped its current economy?
· What major historical events have shaped the Koreas and led to the division of North and South?  (It is recommended that you create a timeline showing major events in Korea’s history.)
· What current events seem to be most important to local people?
Translator

· Are there any popular expressions or vocabulary that are specific to Korea that students/visitors would need to know to communicate with the locals?
· What is the present currency and exchange rate in relation to the dollar?  What is the design on the currency; does this reveal anything about the culture? 
· Plan to introduce your classmates to a few common Korean expressions that travelers might need:
· Hello

· How are you?

An-nyng ha-sim-ni-ka
· I am fine, thanks.

Ye, choh-sum-ni-da
· Thank you.


Kam-sa ham-ni-da
· You are welcome.

· What is the climate year-round?
· What kinds of clothes would I need to bring?
· How will I get around town, and travel? (Provide the group with a map.)
· If I have a free weekend, what places of interest should I visit?
· What type of food will I eat?  Are Koreans’ eating habits similar or different from Americans?
1. After you have completed your research, as a group you must come together to create your PowerPoint presentation.  The PowerPoint should include all the information you found in addition to pictures that you might want to include in the brochure.  Turn in a printed copy of the slides to your teacher.

2. After everyone has shared their PowerPoint presentations, the group will work together to create a brochure about study abroad in Korea.  As a group, come to a consensus about the important highlights of the country as seen from the presentation.  The brochure should include relevant information about the country, pictures, and itinerary for travel.  It should include 1-2 pages (or more) by each member of the group. The brochure should be neat, creative, and persuasive.  You are trying to convince students to choose to attend this study abroad program in Korea!  As a group, write an introduction about why students should go to your Institute.  Word Process the brochure and include graphics.
